COMMANDMENTS 

The ten commandments are 

recognized as a moral foundation in 

Christianity (Refer to Exodus 20:1 – 

20) 
 

 

THE TEN COMMANDMENTS 

THE SIXTH COMMANDMENT :  - “You 

shall not commit murder” 
 

The moral teaching is that: 

1.  no individual should attempt to take 

his or her life or that of other person 

2. by aborting an unplanned pregnancy  

one has violated this commandment 
3. one should not fight or throw objects at 

other since this can lead to accidental deaths 
 

THE SEVENTH COMMANDMENT :  - 

“You shall not commit adultery” 

The moral teaching is that: 

1. Husbands and wives should be 

committed to their marriage vows. 

2. They should not keep boyfriends, 

mistress or girls outside their marriage.
